Dr. Sharon Crowell-Davis received her DVM from Auburn University and her PhD in Neurobiology and Behavior from Cornell University. She is currently professor of veterinary behavior at the University of Georgia College of Veterinary Medicine, where she teaches all years of the veterinary curriculum, conducts continuing research, and directs the clinical behavior service. She was a founding Diplomate of the American College of Veterinary Behaviorists (1993) and is a former president of both the ACVB and the American Veterinary Society of Animal Behavior. She is the first author of Veterinary Psychopharmacology and is the author of over 200 refereed scientific papers, proceedings and book chapters on a diversity of topics in animal behavior.  She is currently the editor for Understanding Behavior, a column in the small animal and equine editions of the Compendium on Continuing Education for the Practicing Veterinarian.  Dr. Crowell-Davis teaches clinical behavior, including diagnosis and treatment of behavior problems of dogs, cats, horses, rabbits and parrots; classical ethology; behavior research techniques; psychopharmacology; principles of learning; social organization and behavior; and reproductive behavior.

She received her DVM from the University of Tennessee and practiced in northeast Tennessee for nine years. Dr. Strickler completed her residency in veterinary behavior at Appalachian Veterinary Specialists in Knoxville, TN. She has had additional specialty training in equine, cattle, and swine behavior. Dr. Strickler treats behavior cases in east Tennessee and southwest Virginia, through home visits and in-office consultations.  Dr. Strickler is proficient in obedience training techniques and clicker training of all species. Dr. Strickler teaches veterinary students at the University of Tennessee and is an active lecturer to veterinarians throughout Tennessee, Virginia and North Carolina. Her area of special interest is enrichment and she has an active enrichment research project funded by The Waltham Foundation. She enjoys lecturing on a variety of behavior topics including large animal behavior.
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Dr. Lisa Radosta graduated from the University of Florida, College of Veterinary Medicine in 2000. She completed a one year small animal surgery and medicine internship at Coral Springs Animal Hospital following graduation.  She completed a Behavioral Medicine residency at the University of Pennsylvania in 2006 and became board-certified later that year. Dr. Radosta’s research interests include the affect of organic diseases (such as thyroid disease) on the behavior of domestic animals and the effect of doctor-client communication on the outcome of behavior cases.  She writes a weekly column for the Palm Beach Post, has written many articles, and has lectured across the country and internationally. She currently practices with the Florida Veterinary Behavior Service in Royal Palm Beach, Florida. 
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
